Applications from academics in library and information science departments are also welcomed and proposals which are submitted in partnership with 
practitioners are particularly welcomed.
The award is worth £1000, and designed to support small-scale research 
projects for which it may otherwise be difficult to find funding. The Award may 
be used to defray research expenses (e.g. travel, postage costs), to fund 
attendance at high level meetings or to fund a study tour. However, a clear 
overall aim for the research must be stated.

The report makes a number of key recommendations around integration policy; planning of services; ESOL; employment; Welfare-to-Work; in-work poverty; supporting migrant and refugee community organisations; schooling; and the need for “more nuanced data and interventions”.
