“This is the third thematic paper to be published from the Inquiry into the Future for Lifelong Learning (IFLL). This paper … is about the implications for lifelong learning of the changing nature of communities in Britain, and especially of the impact of migration (internal and external to Britain) on this. It aims to present as accurate a picture as possible of patterns of migration and community cohesion in Britain, but focuses on the broad trends and what they imply for what individuals and communities need to learn. It argues that adult education can speed up the process of integration into a new community, helping people to quickly become a significant part of their neighbourhood. This is true for people moving within the UK, as well as from other countries, and should include rapid access to first level ESOL (English for Speakers of Other Languages) teaching for those who need it.”

CASE – The Culture and Sport Evidence Programme

“CASE is the new £1.8M, 3 year joint programme of research lead by the Department for Culture, Media and Sport in collaboration with the Arts Council England, English Heritage, the Museums, Libraries and Archives Council and Sport England.  The overall aim of the programme is to strengthen our understanding of how best to deliver culture and sporting opportunities of the highest quality to the widest audience generating the best outcomes for society.

The first phase focuses on participation in culture and sport. By building on the success of Taking Part – the national survey of participation in culture and sport – the new research will draw together current evidence to address fundamental questions for public policy development in this area: what drives engagement and how do we understand and maximise any value and benefits engagement brings?

In the first year – from January 2009 – the new research will:

i. marshal, assess and synthesise the current literature; 

ii. analyse a wide range of available data, building on Taking Part; 

iii. develop an initial model of the drivers and the value/impacts of engagement.”
