Just in case you missed coverage in the media, “Applications from workers in Poland, Lithuania, Latvia, Hungary, Slovakia, Slovenia, Estonia and the Czech Republic dropped to 23,000 in the first three months of 2009, compared to 48,755 during the same period in 2008. The numbers are at their lowest since these countries joined the EU in 2004.”

The statistics also showed that the majority of workers coming from Eastern Europe were young: 

· 78% were aged between 18 and 34 

· only 8% said they had dependants living with them in the UK.
