IDeA have just published as a webpage the first part of their guide. “The social determinants of health have been described as 'the causes of the causes'. They are the social, economic and environmental conditions that influence the health of individuals and populations. They include the conditions of daily life and the structural influences upon them. They determine the extent to which a person has the right physical, social and personal resources to achieve their goals, meet needs and deal with changes to their circumstances.”

“All Southend Libraries will now have recently received a reference copy of the latest edition of Informator Polski (2009-10 edition), a Yellow Pages style information and business directory aimed at the Polish community living in the Great Britain. The A5 guide is in Polish, but has English headings at the bottom of each page.

Recommended by Jadzia Haughton from Southend Library’s Polish Translation Service, the copies were provided free of charge by The Federation of Poles in Great Britain (Zjednoczenie Polskie w Wielkiej Brytanii). 

(Postage charges apply [and Simon adds that: ‘Informator Polski is free, but postage applies. If you order 20 copies it only costs £10 and does work out better value than ordering smaller quantities etc])

The Federation exists to promote and support the interests of Polish community in Great Britain and also to celebrate Polish history, traditions and culture.

Their English/Polish website www.zpwb.org.uk also has a useful free, downloadable Polish Survival Guide – How to Live and work in Great Britain 

(4th edition). The guide contains 13 sections (including a dictionary) giving details of what to consider before coming to work in this country, healthcare, education accommodation, transport and a “good to know” section. The guide is in Polish, but the chapter headings are also given in English.”

Just in case you haven’t seen this. “Total Place is a new initiative that looks at how a ‘whole area’ approach to public services can lead to better services at less cost. It seeks to identify and avoid overlap and duplication between organisations – delivering a step change in both service improvement and efficiency at the local level, as well as across Whitehall.
There are 13 pilot areas participating in the scheme, each area ensuring a diverse mix of economic, geographical and demographic profiles. These pilots have a real opportunity to rip up the text book and redesign the way public services are planned and delivered.”
