· Services and programmes to support those most at risk of becoming “NEET”, and to reduce the numbers and address the needs of those who have become persistently “NEET”

· The effectiveness of the Government’s NEET strategy

· The likely impact of raising the participation age on strategies for addressing the needs of young people not in education, employment or training

· The opportunities and future prospects in education, training and employment for 16-18 year olds.
The Committee is asking for written submissions by noon on Wednesday 16 December 2009.

“Young Carer Pathfinders were announced in 2008 as part of a range of new action on young carers agreed under the National Carers Strategy; the Government committed an additional £3.6m to enable the additional 12 local areas to become pathfinders for young carers. £150K per year (£300K in total over the two year period 2009-10 to 2010-11) is to be made available to the 12 successful areas: Blackburn with Darwen, Cornwall, Hartlepool, Hull, Luton, Manchester, Milton Keynes, Norfolk, Reading, Suffolk, Telford and Wrekin and Wigan.”
