New report from Homeless Link, which “explores the experiences of 160 organisations across England that provide support to migrants from Eastern Europe, asylum seekers, refugees and irregular migrants. The findings help provide a national picture of these client groups’ needs and the issues faced by agencies in trying to meet them.
The survey found evidence of rough sleeping by EU migrants, asylum  seekers, refugees and irregular migrants across the nine English regions. Agencies are also working with migrants living in squats, nightshelters and various forms of other temporary and insecure accommodation.” [p4]
