Enquiry answered
Foreign language book downloads
In the last Ebulletin, we asked for sources of Polish and Portuguese books.

Replies so far from:
Mike Byrne (Birmingham Libraries) mike.byrne@birmingham.gov.uk: 
"I operate a system in Birmingham using online purchase with a local
authority purchase card. We set up an account with empik, a Polish online retailer (http://www.empik.com/), with the help of a very well-read Polish volunteer. Merlin is another good retailer (see: http://merlin.pl/). This system needs some knowledge of Polish, or a volunteer.

There are two big advantages. You can search for bestsellers, and search within genres. Also the average cost is more like £9 per volume including shipping cost. You have to produce your own catalogue record, but liaison with Bibliographical Services should reveal the essential fields needed. Anyway, there is a Polish Union Catalogue where data can be found, and some of the Polish public library websites have a Marc 21 option for displaying the record. Depending on how soon the titles can be obtained by the online retailer, the order can arrive after only three weeks. All processing has to be done, of course.

I can supply more information if needed. I hope this is helpful.”

Jenny Ngyou (MLA) forwarded some info from ebrary (see: http://www.ebrary.com/corp/) – they say:

“We do offer books for purchase to all markets in different languages including Spanish, Portuguese, German, French and a few other languages.  To view the purchase titles by language go to the link below and add another search string by clicking on the + sign and selecting “Document Language.”  From there you can select whichever language you would like to see and click the “Search ebrary” button.  You must search one language at a time.
