The National Literacy Trust is pleased to announce that applications are now open for young carers’ services who are interested in running one of two pilot projects.  Our NYRP programme has been running in schools, prisons, women’s refuges and other locations for over 15 years, providing children in situations of disadvantage with the opportunity to choose and keep three free books and enjoy three events designed to inspire a new love of reading.  Reading for pleasure is an amazingly powerful factor in a child’s life chances, and we know that if children are reading for pleasure by age 15 they are likely to experience increases in social mobility as well as educational achievement.

From working with a steering group of young carers’ services, three of which are also running additional pilot projects, we feel that we have adapted our programme to benefit both young carers and the service providers too, through new links with the library service and opportunities for valuable professional development.  The pilot projects will cover costs for each young carer to receive three free books of their choice, as well as providing funding for transport and events, and providing a two hour training session for staff.  For more information see the attached further details and application form, or feel free to call Lucy Hawkins on 020 7820 6271 for an informal chat.
