"Some confusion followed media reports about Theresa May’s announcement that the Government is not going to implement the socio-economic duty in the 2010 Equality Act. A number of media reports implied that it was the public sector equality duty that was being dropped rather than the socio-economic duty, and this led to emergency questions in Parliament as well as a lot of concern amongst equality organisations. The Equality and Diversity Forum has pursued the issue with the Government, and a press notice has been issued that confirms that Theresa May’s speech referred only to the socio-economic duty. We still expect the new public sector equality duty to come into force in April 2011, although this date has yet to be confirmed."

The 16 areas are: Birmingham, Blackburn with Darwen, Blackpool, Bradford, Essex, Greater Manchester (a group of 10 councils), Hull, Kent, Leicestershire, Lincolnshire, London Borough of Barnet, London Borough of Croydon, London Borough of Islington, London Borough of Lewisham, London Boroughs of Westminster, Hammersmith and Fulham, Royal Borough of Kensington and Chelsea, and Wandsworth, Swindon.
