ippr have re-published this piece (from “Left Foot Forward”) that shows that, of local authorities with the deepest levels of deprivation, six of the top 20 (Blackpool, Burnley, Blackburn with Darwen, Hull, North East Lincolnshire and Preston) are not within an local enterprise partnership area. 

In addition, it shows the effects of cuts on deprived areas: “they have witnessed larger cuts to their local authority budgets. Fourteen of the authorities with the deepest pockets of deprivation saw their 'spending power' cut by 8.9 per cent, the maximum amount allowed by the government, and all 20 authorities received an above average cut to their spending power (the median was 6 per cent).”
