“The Digital Research & Development Fund for Arts and Culture is looking to support arts and cultural organisations across England who want to work with digital technologies to:

· expand their audience reach and engagement and/or

· explore new business models 

A key element of the fund is partnerships between arts and cultural organisations and technology providers (by which we mean any creative, media or technology company including other arts and cultural organisations with relevant technology know-how) that can provide technology services to arts and cultural organisations. 

Specifically, we want to invite arts and cultural organisations to submit projects that test digital propositions around audience reach/engagement and new business models that are of interest to the arts and cultural sector.  

As such, the projects need to produce research/data that other arts and cultural organisations value highly and, possibly, new products/services that can be used by other organisations.”

“The lead partner for any project needs to be an ‘Arts and cultural organisation’ which is being defined as ‘performing and visual arts organisations and cultural institutions in England, including arts and cultural archives, literary organisations, museums, libraries and galleries …”

This report provides the most comprehensive overview to date of the Latin American population living and working in London. 
“The size of the Latin American community in London is estimated to be 113,500 and it has grown nearly four-fold since the 2001 census (the UK figure is estimated to be 186,500). This means that Latin Americans now represent a significant part of the city's total population. Their numbers compare in size to other large migrant and ethnic groups, such as the Polish-born population, which comprises around 122,000. The largest national group are Brazilians followed by Colombians. There are also large numbers of Ecuadorians, Bolivians and Peruvians.”
