The OECD has called for the piecemeal policies in place in many countries to be overhauled. "This paper discusses the possible shape of that overhaul and how the current system can be remodelled to ensure both better value for money and to improve the opportunities for the majority of older people to enjoy a better quality of life, living well for longer as active members of their communities. It discusses the barriers to such a radical shift taking place; chief among them is a system of health and social care designed at the establishment of the NHS in the 1940s."
