“The 2011/12 Call for Proposals for the European Integration Fund – UK Actions is now open. Applications are welcomed from public, private and third sector organisations wishing to help newly settled foreign nationals acquire the basic fundamental knowledge required to reside in the UK. Approximately £22 million is available for new projects in the following areas: 
Priority 1a – £3.2 million for projects which prepare third-country nationals for their integration into host society in a better way by supporting pre-travel measures which enable them to acquire basic knowledge about the host society’s language, history, institutions, socio economic features, cultural life and the fundamental norms and values, as well as complement such existing programmes and activities 

Priority 1b – £17.4 million for projects which: 

Address capacity issues in respect of language learning. 

Develop process and programmes that help new migrants and specific targeted groups of disadvantaged migrants to become full and active members of UK society. 

Enable newly arrived third-country nationals to fulfil the criteria for citizenship. 

Develop programmes that provide opportunities for third-country nationals and members of the receiving community to interact with each other. 

Priority 3 – £1.4 million for projects which: 

Develop actions which enhance the knowledge and skills of national and local government officials in developing policy concerned with integration and building intercultural competence, e.g. written guidance/training programmes. 

The minimum amount that can be applied for is £200,000 per project; there is no maximum amount. The amount applied for must normally be matched 50:50 with funds from non-European Union sources. However, projects which can demonstrate that they specifically target specific priorities may be eligible for EIF co-funding of up to 75%. The deadline for applications is 16 May 2012."
