The three projects are:

· Identity and belonging: “This project will aim to help children and young people newly arrived to the UK integrate into their school community whilst generating empathy amongst peers.”

· SEN Project: “This project will research which films are most suited to the needs of:

a) children on the autistic spectrum
b) children with Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) 
c) children with severe learning difficulties”
· Rural Project: “FILMCLUB will work with 50 rural schools across the UK, whose pupils may not have the opportunity to travel outside of their community, to explore how film can reduce the sense of isolation, broaden horizons and increase cultural knowledge and experience.”

New report from Bail for Immigration Detainees, which “examined the cases of 200 children whose parents were detained by the UK Border Agency without time limit ... Children who participated in the research described the extreme distress they experienced during their parent’s detention. They reported losing weight, having nightmares, suffering from insomnia, crying frequently, and becoming deeply unhappy, socially isolated and withdrawn. Some children were aware that their parent could be deported, and were extremely anxious about this.”
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
