 “The European Council on Refugees and Exiles (ECRE) has just updated its 'AIDA' database with a detail report on the state of asylum in the UK. 
Compiled for ECRE by Asylum Aid the report covers the year 2012.

It reports that during that year 28,260 claimed asylum, with 30% of this total (6,535 people) being recognised as Convention refugees.  A further 5.6% of applicants were granted either a subsidiary or a human rights protection status.

The main nationalities seeking asylum during this year were Pakistanis (4880 applications), Iranians (3250) and Sri Lankans (2160).  Men made up the majority of those seeking protection, comprising 67% of the total.  Four per cent of applications - 1170 people - came from children.”
