“Of all prisoners reporting their ethnicity, 26.1% declared themselves to be BME, unchanged from the previous year. The BME group is dominated by Black or Black British, which accounted for 13.1% of the average prison population as at 31 March 2013. This is substantially higher than the 2.9% of the population of England and Wales aged 18 and over that declared themselves as Black or Black British according to the 2011 Census.” [p5]
