“This report, published on behalf of the Campaign for a Fair Society, summarises the impact of the UK Government's cuts programme. It demonstrates how the cuts target people in poverty and disabled people.”

This is fascinating, particularly its clear discussion of what “disability” covers (to try to break the popular perception of disabled people as scroungers), and the actual effects of the cuts:

“When we examine where the cuts fall we can see that some of the people they target include:
a) People in poverty (20% of the population) bear 36% of the cuts.

b) Disabled people in poverty (4% of the population) bear 13% of the cuts.

c) People using social care (3% of the population) bear 13% of the cuts.” [p13 – emphases theirs]

Brief report which looks at the success of certain interventions:

“Play, reading, and storytelling help children learn. Knowing which groups in society who are less likely to engage in these activities could help target preventative programs that promote reading and play … 

Targeted prevention programs can give children and families a boost. But they can be expensive to deliver, so there is an incentive to make sure they reach the children who will benefit most. 
Established programs such as Bookstart and Surestart are used in the UK to encourage parents to read with and play with their children. Because they are designed to benefit “less active readers,” information from this and similar studies could help to identify groups that may benefit from these interventions.”

With a focus on mental health, it discusses the policy context and considers the learning from projects and local services that have targeted mixed race children, young people and families.

Schools have been invited to special screenings of the film at 100 cinemas across the UK. Michael Morpurgo will take part in a live Q&A via satellite after the screening to discuss the issues surrounding the film. Libraries are able to buy the DVD of Private Peaceful at a special rate of £4.50 (+ VAT inc P&P) to include the rental/screening licence. HarperCollins has designed a poster for libraries available shortly. Libraries can order online using a special code at checkout or pay via direct banking.
